include property taxes, easements, monies owed to the bank, IRS or other entities and any individuals or entities from the
past with existing wtransferred interestsThe BENEFITS to a parcel are usually not disclosed in a title report unless
specifically requested, such as accdaghe case of an access easement TO the property, the title company would search
those properties over which the easement traverses to determine if it is indeed an access easement that benefits the piece in
guestion. So, a title report is all about those items that are against, or burden, any given prépentyant to know this,

because essentially, what you are purchasing is the history of the property and you better be sure you know what it is and
can live with it.
