Yes, the First Time Homebuyer and Existing Home Buyer Tax Credit is over for most of us. However, in
recognition of the Armed Service members, who were not able to take advantage

of this great home buying benefit, the deadline has been extended to April 30,

2011. Qualifications vary slightly from the original, but qualified members can

still get up to $8,000 for being a first time homebuyer (not owned home in last 3

years) or up to $6,500 for existing home buyers.
